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We are in the heart of downtown Toronto, and we gather to celebrate on the 
traditional lands of the Wendat, Haudenosaunee, and Anishinaabe Nations, including 
the Mississaugas of the Credit First Nation. Our beautiful building connects us to the 
rich heritage of our city while also drawing us deeper into the roots of our Anglican 
tradition. Just as the streetscape around us has evolved over the years, our members 
have changed to reflect the growing, vibrant and progressive Christian community 
found at the Redeemer today. We come from a variety of faith traditions (and 
sometimes no faith tradition at all), and we like it that way. We are students, workers, 
retired, homeless, not limited by sexual orientation, gender identity or personal 
history. We are at the very beginning of our life with Jesus, and we are deeply 
steeped in a life complicated by faith. We open our doors to worship God and to 
learn about Jesus, and how all of this might just transform our lives. 
 



OUR TAIZÉ SERVICE is fashioned after those of a community of brothers who live in 
an ecumenical community in the village of Taizé of southern France. Founded in 1940 
by Roger Louis Schutz-Marcauche (Brother Roger), a Reformed minister, this place 
has become a pilgrimage for people from around the world. The pilgrims, like the 
brothers, come from all over the globe and represent a wide spectrum of beliefs 
including Reformed, Anglican, Orthodox and Roman Catholic Christians. Singing, 
silence, scripture and prayers make up the worship service. It draws from more 
contemplative roots where silence and reflection are central to worship and mantra-
like music allows the participants to centre their thought on the adoration of God. 
Most of the music was composed for the community by Jacques Berthier who died in 
1994. Through the use of chorales, ostinatos (short, repetitive refrains) and responses 
worshippers from many diverse traditions and backgrounds are able to participate 
within a short period of time. 
Tonight, we offer prayers for all things living and non that make up the spirit of our 
earth.  Tonight, we rejoice in thanksgiving for the Creator and the created.
