(2) sweeter far than honey, than honey in the comb.
(3) By them also is your servant enlightened.
(4) and in keeping them there is great reward.   Refrain.

(1) How can I tell how often I offend?
(1) cleanse me from my secret faults.
(2) Above all, keep your servant from presumptuous sins; let them not get dominion over me;
(2) then shall I be whole and sound, and innocent of a great offence.
(3) Let the words of my mouth and the meditation of my heart be acceptable in your sight,
(4) O God, my strength and my redeemer.    Refrain.
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
